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Discovery of Halictus (Halictus) rubicundus (CHRIST) from Northern
Honshu, Japan (Hymenoptera, Halictidae)

Abstract The ditributional of Halictus (Halictus) rubicundus is quite wide, extending
North America, Europe, and Asia. In Japan its distribution was only recognized from Hok-
kaido and Fukui Pref. This species seems to be very rare in these areas of Japan. We found
one female specimen collected at Sennin-Pass (lat. : 39° 16" N ; alt. : 560 m) near Tono City,
Iwate Pref., northern Honshu, which was intermingled with a large number of specimens of
the sibling species, Halictus (Halictus) tsingtouensis STRAND.
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
